4. Novice Classes: Available to an amateur or youth exhibitor who has not accumulated a total of 10 or more performance
points in AQHA Open, Amateur or Youth Divisions combined. Every person competing in a novice class must possess a
novice card. For additional rules see current AQHA rule book.

5. REFUND OF ENTRY FEE(S) OR STALL FEE(s) ON A VETERINARIAN’S CERTIFICATE ONLY IF RECEIVED
BEFORE THE SHOW ENDS.

6. Management reserves the right to refuse any entry of any exhibitor who has shown objectionable behavior at the show or to
its management.

7. Awards to first place through sixth place will be given in all classes. Class circuit awards will be awarded, however, horses
must be exhibited all 3 days in that class to be eligible. Circuit awards will be computed using the following point system:
Points will be counted 9-8-7-6-5-4-3-2-1. If fewer than 9 horses are placed in a class (l.e. if 5 horses are placed), points will
be counted 5-4-3-2-1. Ties will be broken by a tie breaker judge.

8. ABSOLUTELY NO POST-DATED CHECKS WILL BE ACCEPTED. If all bills are not paid within 30 days after the
end of the circuit, show management will have no other choice but to take action with AQHA. A $20.00 NSF fee will be
charged for all returned checks.

9. For equestrians with disabilities classes, refer to current AQHA Handbook.

10. Green Horse Eligibility: Horses in their 1% year of showing in AQHA shows in these events. Horses that have shown
during previous years in AQHA green, open, amateur or youth, but have not won more than 10 point in these events as of
January 1% of the current show year.
